The auction in 2016 — 2017, generated $20 Billion

S7 Billion To US debt reduction, the rest to previous license holders.
Local — MHZ Networks freq sold for $182 million

T-Mobile spent almost S8 Billion

All bandwidth (with a few exceptions) to be cleared by July 2020

Wireless mic systems — lots operate in that 600 MHz frequency band

Estimate of S300 million impact for schools, theater groups, religious

organizations to replace their equipment.
