Significant Discussion/Actions:

President’s Remarks: Paul Howard announced that funeral services for Charles Throneburg
would be held Friday, 23 June 2023, at Columbia Baptist Church, Falls Church, VA. He briefly
described Charles’s long history and contribution to the club.

Treasurer’s Report: Roger Fujii was absent; Mel Mikosinski commented that the Treasurer’s
Report was $82 short for the Pizza Sig. He noted that the reporting system for Pizza Sig
revenues needed improvement. Paul requested that Mel get together with Roger on his return
to work on recording procedures.

Membership Report: Mel noted that we have lost 3 people including Charles; he noted that
Saturday’s joint meeting didn’t attract any OLLI-only attendees. Paul noted it had been
announced in the OLLI electronic news bulletin so maybe the beautiful weather precluded their
attendance.
